Without community, there is no liberation. This quote from
African American feminist Audre Lorde has been my mantra
throughout the long months of the Covid pandemic. As we emerge
from our separation, I want to applaud the work of the Center for
Community-Based Learning (CCBLA), which remained at the heart
of Evergreen’s community support throughout these challenging
days. While the pandemic limited some direct community engage-
ment, we learned that community-based learning is not only relevant,
but also essential to providing our community with basic needs, stra-
tegic support, justice, and care—the ingredients for our collective
liberation.

This past year, we’ve forged some exciting cross-divisional
community alliances between CCBLA, Student Activities, academic
programs, and Inclusive Excellence and Student Success. From the
Pop-Up Food Bank to the Advocacy Resource Center (ARC), we’ve
been working together to foster the well-being of our students and
community members.

As we return to our campuses this fall, we look forward to
continued collaboration to strengthen our community support and
partnerships. Our grant award for the WSAC Homeless College
Student Pilot Program (2021-2023) includes funding for a caseload
manager at Olympia’s new Advocacy Resource Center and our
Tacoma campus, as well as direct assistance to students experiencing
homelessness. With CCBLA’s leadership, Evergreen also received a
full scholarship to Temple University’s Hope Center Institutional
Capacity-Building Cohort. Through extensive training and work
sessions, Evergreen will continue to build collaborative eco-
systems to meet students’ basic needs and promote their academic
success. Additionally, CCBLA continues to lead important initia-
tives in racial and social justice, from Gateways for Incarcerated
Youth to Farmworker Justice Day.

Ever-
green’s commitment to making a difference drives the Center
for Community Based Learning and Action (CCBLA) to sup-
port curricular offerings that respond to emergent issues, fol-
lowing on the needs of local communities.

Connecting theory to practice in the name of service
offers students opportunities for engaged and meaningful
learning while responding to community needs. CCBLA sup-
ports staff and faculty to make students’ learning experience
richer through engaging in community, using a hands-on ap-
proach to complex and “wicked” problems in U.S. society.
CCBLA, an Evergreen public service center since 2004, pro-
vides a model of reciprocity, collaboration, and the integration
of learning with community-determined solutions.

Community settings encourage students to learn
across significant differences. Numerous Evergreen academic
programs collaborate with CCBLA to build community part-
nerships into their learning and teaching.
